 Campers will be grouped according to skill level.  Group teaching sessions focus on pitching, hitting, bunting, base running, infield and outfield play as well as game strategies.  Coaches on site are  specialized in the above areas.

Coach French is on site at all times and available for individual instruction when not involved in group sessions.

Head Coach, UMBC


	French completed his second year at UMBC in 2003  with  a 87-43 record. In 2002 French took his team to the NEC championships advancing them to a  berth in the NCAA Championships. This was UMBC’s first NCAA tournament win in any sport.  His career record is 301-152.  He is considered one of the premier hitting coaches in the country and his teams are frequently ranked among the national leaders.  He has been organizing and speaking at camps and clinics along the East Coast for over 2 decades.  Many of his participants have gone on to play collegiate softball.


Additional Camp Staff


Other camp staff will consist of UMBC Assistant Coaches, Larry Alvis and Lisa Boone, High School, Collegiate, Summer ASA, and former collegiate softball players.


What Camp Should I Attend?


Youth Beginner Camp (ages 7-12) is for the young softball player with a beginning interest in softball, or who may have some organized play experience.


Advanced Camp (ages 12-18) is for the softball player who has had some experience in organized play.  This player is interested in perfecting her play and learning more about the game.  This player is also interested in learning the skills needed to “showcase her skills” at the collegiate level.  This camp will be broken down into varsity level for the older experienced player seeking that “showcase level”, and the junior varsity level for the younger player seeking to advance her skills. 


Both camps will cover all aspects of the game and all players will participate in a daily game.
