Current Academic Policies: 


(Familiarize yourself!)


Drop Deadline without a W: Starting in the fall 2010 semester, the last day to drop a course without receiving a W on your transcript will be the same date as the last day to add a course.  The last day to add a course to your schedule is at the end of the 2nd week of classes.  In the fall, this will also be the last day to drop a course without a W.


Repeating Courses:  Students are limited to the number of times they may repeat a course to two (2).  Receiving a W in a course is counted as one unsuccessful attempt. 


If a student needs to repeat a course for a third time because it is required by the major, they must petition to do so.  If you repeat a course for a third time off campus without petitioning first, it will not be accepted at UMBC.


All courses required by the HAPP major must be successfully completed with a C or better grade.  Students who are not able to complete any required course in two attempts may seriously want to consider another major.

Interning with Maryland Citizens’ �Health Care for All!�by Sharon Auma-Ebanyat�


         At the beginning of this semester I started an internship at the Maryland Citizens’ Health Care for All! Initiative (MCHI) in Baltimore, Maryland. This organization is a nonprofit organization that has been working to make quality health care affordable and easily accessible to all Marylanders since 1999. This organization has successfully advocated for laws that expanded health care coverage in Maryland to over 100,000 uninsured Marylanders, bringing Maryland from 44th in the nation in health care for adults to 16th.  


          So far at my internship, I have had the opportunity to go to Annapolis to watch the presentation of the alcohol tax bill HB32 to the House Senate, which our organization is highly advocating for. This bill proposes a 10-cent tax increment on all alcoholic drinks, and the revenue obtained from it will be used for health care, developmental disabilities in relation to alcohol, mental health and addiction prevention services. In addition, I have also gone to the state house in Annapolis to listen to the Republican’s proposal for Maryland’s budget, in order to see how Medicaid would be affected by any budget cuts.   


         As a way of preserving the 2007 Medicaid expansion, my preceptor Ms. Brooke McEntyre and I are currently working on a project called “The Faces of Maryland’s Newly Insured.” This is a book that will be based on interviews and stories of people in Maryland that benefited from the 2007 Medicaid expansion.  Once this book is published, it will be used as a tool to advocate for the preservation of the Medicaid expansion.


        I really enjoy interning at this organization because I get to perform different tasks everyday and am able to challenge myself. Everyone in the office is very nice and has made me feel like I am part of a family. The highlight of my experience is being involved in projects that are meant to increase access to affordable health care, which makes me feel like I am making a difference in my community.

My Internship Experience at CMS

During the fall semester of my senior year I approached my advisor, Mrs. Riley, about an internship. We talked about my interests, and decided that the Center for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS) would be a good fit. Mrs. Riley was kind enough to supply me with contact information, in order to get me started. My next step was to contact CMS and express my interest in working with the organization. About a week after placing the call, I received an email asking to set up an interview.


I interviewed with my, now, preceptor. She supplied me with an organizational chart to explain to me just how broad of an organization CMS is. She also talked a bit about her division, and the role it plays in the larger scope of things. I remember walking out of the interview feeling completely overwhelmed, yet very excited at the same time.


	My preceptor happens to be the director of the Division for Quality, Evaluation, and Health Care Outcomes (DQEHO) at CMS. Given her role in the division, she is very busy. She attends countless meetings on any given day. Originally, I was afraid that I would lack sufficient guidance. Yet, despite her busy schedule, she has made it a point to make herself accessible. My preceptor even went as far as to give me her personal contact information, should I need to get in touch with her while she is away.


	Currently, I am working on gathering research for a report that is due to the Secretary of State in September. Part of my task involves going to each state’s Medicaid website and searching for initiatives which aim to improve quality. Even more recently, I have started helping out with a project with seeks to address health care disparities. Within my short time at CMS, I have met a number of people who are truly passionate about the quality of our health care system. This had definitely been an enriching experience for me, and I would recommend it to anyone considering a career in health care.
