If you are planning to do a Fall 2007 Internship, and have not already completed an application and met with Joyce Riley, PUP 222, pick up an application from the HAPP office, PUP 220, and sign up for an appointment as soon as possible.
Announcing New Public    Health Track and Revised HAPP Program!!  The revised program will officially go into effect in the fall 2007.  The most notable difference about the new program is that there are now three tracks instead of two.  There is a new public health track which allows students to include in their major requirements up to four natural science courses from an approved list, two required in the core courses and two for electives.  The original public and community health track has been renamed health policy.  A third track option continues to be health services administration.

Some of the other notable changes in the revised program include the removal of chemistry as a required course from the core, the movement of HAPP 401, 402 and EHS 200 from the tracks into the pool of electives.  HAPP 452, previously only required by track I, is now part of the core and required by all majors.  A new course, HAPP 412, research methods in health, will be required by both the health policy and public health tracks.  This course is expected to be taught for the first time in the spring of 2008.  Finally, the pool of approved program electives has been expanded.

How will the revised program affect me?  

This is a question many of you are probably asking.  As a current student the new program does not have to affect you at all.  You may continue on with the existing program through to graduation.  However as a current student you may decide you would like to complete the new program.  This choice is available to you, but you must complete the current program or the revised program.  You are not permitted to mix and match.  However, as a current student who elects to remain in the original program, you will be allowed to use the expanded approved elective list to fulfill your core elective requirements.  Please see Ms. Riley or Vicki Smith, our graduate assistant, if you would like to discuss your specific situation.
