You will also have received individual attention from the Office of Undergraduate Education (coordinating office), Office of Academic and Pre-professional Advising (major exploration), Career Services (possible careers) and the Shriver Center (service-learning and internships). You will also have been provided with opportunities to participate in social activities such as movies, athletic events, and excursions to events in the local community and in Baltimore.
